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Kineton Playgroup Ltd:
Nursery Education Funding (‘NEF’)

· Nursery Education Funding, or NEF, is payable for up to 15 hours of registered early years’ education and childcare for children between the start of the term after their third birthday and compulsory school age. NEF is available sessions up to a maximum of 15 hours per week for 38 weeks in the year. If you only take up these sessions for your child, sometimes called ‘the free entitlement’, you will not need to pay any fees yourself for the sessions your child attends.
· Your child is eligible for NEF funding from the start of the term after their third birthday. Terms are considered to start on 01 September, 01 January and 01 April each year, regardless of actual term dates.
· At Kineton Playgroup we offer the NEF funded 15 hours based on 3 or 6 hour sessions. You can choose your child’s pattern of attendance for these sessions provided spaces are available, eg 5 mornings or afternoons, 1 full day plus 3 half days or 2 full days plus one half day. You do not have to take up the full 15 hours. You can change, increase or decrease your child’s NEF sessions from term to term, subject to contract and available space. However NEF can only be claimed for regular sessions ‘booked’ at the start of each term (cut off dates vary). If  you move your child to another setting before the cut off (census) date you will be responsible for all fees that term, plus fees over the notice period of one month, yourself.
· All morning and full day session children have lunch at the end of the morning except those staying for ‘short’ sessions only. A short session is two and a half hours long: 9.00am to 11.30am or 12.30pm to 3.00pm.We provide this ‘short’ session for younger children, and also to provide a less expensive option for extra sessions for all children.NEF is not available for these sessions. 
· Additional sessions. If you wish your child to attend for more than 15 hours per week or more than 38 weeks in the year (the setting is open for 39 weeks, following school terms) you must pay any additional fees yourself. Fees for the first week of the autumn term, for children below NEF qualifying age (under 3s), or for any breakfast or KASC sessions, are not paid by NEF. You must pay these fees yourself.
· For these purposes a child is considered to be under 3 until the date of the end of the term after their third birthday, not the actual date of their birthday. The hourly rate and session charge fees for these children is slightly higher, to reflect the higher staff ratio required by Ofsted for this age group.
· NEF rules are set by Warwickshire County Council.
